[bookmark: _Hlk161749553]When Jesus drew near to Bethphage and Bethany, at the mount that is called Olivet, he sent two of the disciples, saying, “Go into the village opposite, where on entering you will find a colt tied, on which no one has ever yet sat; untie it and bring it here. If any one asks you, ‘Why are you untying it?’ you shall say this, ‘The Lord has need of it.’ ” So those who were sent went away and found it as he had told them. And as they were untying the colt, its owners said to them, “Why are you untying the colt?” And they said, “The Lord has need of it.” And they brought it to Jesus, and throwing their garments on the colt they set Jesus upon it. And as he rode along, they spread their garments on the road. As he was now drawing near, at the descent of the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all the mighty works that they had seen, saying, “Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!” And some of the Pharisees in the multitude said to him, “Teacher, rebuke your disciples.” He answered, “I tell you, if these were silent, the very stones would cry out.”

The ceremonial reading of the Passion is one of the oldest of Palm Sunday customs. All should stand reverently, holding palm branches on their shoulder. Please take part in the reading of the Passion. The Choir and Congregation shall say their parts with boldness.

Deacon	The Passion of Our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke:
	Then the whole assembly of the elders, both chief priests and scribes, arose and 	brought Jesus before Pilate. And they began to accuse him, saying, 
All	We found this man perverting our nation, and forbidding us to give tribute to Caesar, and saying that he himself is Christ a king.
Deacon	And Pilate asked him,
Subdeacon	Are you the King of the Jews?
Deacon	And he answered him,
Celebrant	You have said so.
Deacon	And Pilate said to the chief priests and the multitudes, 
Subdeacon	I find no crime in this man.
Deacon	But they were urgent, saying,
All	He stirs up the people, teaching throughout all Judea, from Galilee even to this place.
Deacon	When Pilate heard this, he asked whether the man was a Galilean. And when he learned that he belonged to Herod’s jurisdiction, he sent him over to Herod, who was himself in Jerusalem at that time. When Herod saw Jesus, he was very glad, for he had long desired to see him, because he had heard about him, and he was hoping to see some sign done by him. So he questioned him at some length; but he made no answer. The chief priests and the scribes stood by, vehemently accusing him. And Herod with his soldiers treated him with contempt and mocked him; then, arraying him in gorgeous apparel, he sent him back to Pilate. And Herod and Pilate became friends with each other that very day, for before this they had been at enmity with each other. Pilate then called together the chief priests and the rulers and the people, and said to them,
Subdeacon	You brought me this man as one who was perverting the people; and after examining him before you, behold, I did not find this man guilty of any of your charges against him; neither did Herod, for he sent him back to us. Behold, nothing deserving death has been done by him; I will therefore chastise him and release him.
Deacon	But they all cried out together,
All	Away with this man, and release to us Barabbas –
Deacon	A man who had been thrown into prison for an insurrection started in the city, and for murder. Pilate addressed them once more, desiring to release Jesus; but they shouted out,
All	Crucify, crucify him!
Deacon	A third time he said to them,
Subdeacon	Why, what evil has he done? I have found in him no crime deserving death; I will therefore chastise him and release him.
Deacon	But they were urgent, demanding with loud cries that he should be crucified. And their voices prevailed. So Pilate gave sentence that their demand should be granted. He released the man who had been thrown into prison for insurrection and murder, whom they asked for; but Jesus he delivered up to their will. And as they led him away, they seized one Simon of Cyre’ne, who was coming in from the country, and laid on him the cross, to carry it behind Jesus. And there followed him a great multitude of the people, and of women who bewailed and lamented him. But Jesus turning to them said,
Celebrant	Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. For behold, the days are coming when they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bore, and the breasts that never gave suck!’ Then they will begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on us’; and to the hills, ‘Cover us.’ For if they do this when the wood is green, what will happen when it is dry? 
Deacon	Two others also, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him.
	And when they came to the place which is called The Skull, there they crucified him, and the criminals, one on the right and one on the left. And Jesus said,
Celebrant	Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.
Deacon	And they cast lots to divide his garments. And the people stood by, watching; but the rulers scoffed at him, saying,
All	He saved others; let him save himself, if he is the Christ of God, his Chosen One!
Deacon	The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him vinegar, saying,
All	If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!
Deacon	There was also an inscription over him, “This is the King of the Jews.” One of the criminals who were hanged railed at him, saying, 
Subdeacon	Are you not the Christ? Save yourself and us!
Deacon	But the other rebuked him, saying,
Subdeacon	Do you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation? And we indeed justly; for we are receiving the due reward of our deeds; but this man has done nothing wrong.
Deacon	And he said,
Subdeacon	Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.
Deacon	And he said to him,
Celebrant	Truly, I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise.
Deacon	It was now about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour, while the sun’s light failed; and the curtain of the temple was torn in two. Then Jesus, crying with a loud voice, said,
Celebrant	Father, into thy hands I commit my spirit!
Deacon	And having said this he breathed his last.
All shall kneel for a few moments.
Then stand as the Deacon continues.
Deacon	Now when the centurion saw what had taken place, he praised God, and said,
Subdeacon	Certainly this man was innocent!
Deacon	And all the multitudes who assembled to see the sight, when they saw what had taken place, returned home beating their breasts. And all his acquaintances and the women who had followed him from Galilee stood at a distance and saw these things.

At the end of the Easter egg hunt, we will unearth the Alleluias we buried on Shrove Tuesday. This is another beloved All Saints’ tradition, and one that incarnates the Mystery of Easter in a way children will remember for years to come.
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The stanzas may be sung by choir alone or alternately by contrasted groups; all sing the refrain.
